ing. Public comment is limited to 2 minutes per speaker, unless adjusted by the presiding officer. 

AB 361 Updates: Public comment cannot be required to be submi:ed in advance of the mee3ng; only real-
3me public comment is required. If there are any broadcas3ng interrup3ons that prevent the public from ob-
serving or hearing the mee3ng, the mee3ng must be recessed or adjourned. If members of the public are un-

able to provide public comment or be heard due to issues within the Neighborhood Council’s control, the 
mee3ng must be recessed or adjourned. 

NOTICE TO PAID REPRESENTATIVES - If you are compensated to monitor, a:end, or speak at this mee3ng, City 
law may require you to register as a lobbyist and report your ac3vity. See Los Angeles Municipal Code Sec3on
