1.  Welcome and Roll Call and announcement of quorum and qualifications.
Chair Pat Crone called the Meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.  Five of the six Committee Members were present: Bonnie Cockerell, Jim Cockerell, Pat Crone (Chair), Debra Francisco and Anita Goldbaum (Co-Chair).  Angel Collins was absent.  The Committee quorum (the minimum number of Committee Members needing to be present to take binding votes on Agendized Items) was four, so the Committee could take such votes.  Also attended: Board Member Dave Brown.
2.  Discussion and possible motion to Approve Outstanding Previous Meeting Minutes.

MOTION (by Ms. Crone, seconded by Ms. Cockerell): The North Hills West Neighborhood Council approves the Minutes of its November 4, 2021 Meeting.
MOTION PASSED unanimously by a roll call vote of the five eligible voters present with all five in favor (“Yes” or “Aye”) (Bonnie Cockerell, Jim Cockerell, Crone, Francisco and Goldbaum); zero opposed; zero abstained.
3.  General Public Comments

4.  Public Representatives Comments

5.  Comments by Chair and review of topics from last meeting

Ms. Crone noted that the Committee discussed congregate housing and that the applicant did not reply to a request to present to the Committee.
6.  Discussion & possible action to recommend new members to the PLUM Committee.
Ms. Crone noted that Board Member Carlos Pelaez would like to join the Committee.

7.  Discussion on how we wish to proceed regarding the proposal for a 25 bed congregate living facility at 16243 W. Chase St., Case Number CPC 2021-3889.

There was extensive discussion.  Ms. Crone would like to set up a facility tour.  The project requires a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for any bed count above the “by right” number of six beds; the developer applied for a CUP for the State maximum of 25 beds.  Committee Members believed that the project is inappropriate in type and size for a residential area.  There was desire to initiate outreach to current project neighbors, as well as a prior such project’s neighbors, and invite both to the next Committee meeting.  Ms. Goldbaum noted that “they are only asking for six parking spots . . . they’re only planning on a two-car garage . . . my guess is that they use it for storage.”   She said that City Council District 12 had not replied to her November 16th letter expressing concerns about the project.

8.  Discussion regarding review of Council File 19-0603 motion calling for the creation of a feasibility study regarding the effects of expanding Fire District 1. At issue is Fire District 1 vs. existing Fire Codes. After information is reviewed, we will come back to the board with a recommendation for board action.

There was no discussion and no Motion was made or vote taken.
9.  Discussion and research regarding shall NHWNC submit an open CIS letting the City Council know that we are endorsing the effort to put the Californians for Community Planning Initiative on the November 2022 ballot.

MOTION (by Ms. Crone, seconded by Mr. Cockerell): The North Hills West Neighborhood Council recommends that the Board support the Californians for Community Planning Initiative to be on the November 2022 ballot.

MOTION PASSED unanimously by a roll call vote of the five eligible voters present with all five in favor (“Yes” or “Aye”) (Bonnie Cockerell, Jim Cockerell, Crone, Francisco and Goldbaum); zero opposed; zero abstained.
