1.  Welcome and Roll Call and announcement of quorum and qualifications.
Chair Pat Crone called the Meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.  Four of the six Committee Members were present: Bonnie Cockerell, Jim Cockerell, Pat Crone (Chair) and Debra Francisco.  Angel Collins and Anita Goldbaum arrived later.  No Committee Member was absent.  The Committee quorum (the minimum number of Committee Members needing to be present to take binding votes on Agendized Items) was four, so the Committee could take such votes.  Also attended: at least eight Stakeholders and guests including Brian Allen, Glenn Bailey, Dave Brown, Maggie Elliott, Gary Fordyce and Jeff Hicks.

7.  Discussion on how we wish to proceed regarding the proposal for a 25 bed congregate living facility at 16243 W. Chase St., Case Number CPC 2021-3889.

Committee Members Angel Collins and Anita Goldbaum arrived online by 6:20, making all six Committee Members present online (the quorum was four).
There was very extensive discussion of the issue.  Stakeholder Debra Francisco explained that such applicants start applying for six-bed facilities, which are approved with “no conditions,” then change their applications to include more beds.  She believed that Stakeholders do not have to be advised of such changes, resulting in not knowing of such changes.  Concerns were expressed about noise and parking.  No Motion was made or vote taken.
8.  Discussion regarding review of Council File 19-0603 motion calling for the creation of a feasibility study regarding the effects of expanding Fire District 1. At issue is Fire District 1 vs. existing Fire Codes. After information is reviewed, we will come back to the board with a recommendation for board action.

Mr. Brown explained the issue and encouraged reading the Council File.  No Motion was made or vote taken.
9.  Discussion and research regarding shall NHWNC submit an open CIS letting the City Council know that we are endorsing the effort to put the Californians for Community Planning Initiative on the November 2022 ballot.
