Neighborhood Purposes Grants (NPGs) provide NCs opportunities to develop
partnerships with local 501(c)(3) nonprofits and public schools to build community and
enhance neighborhoods in the City of Los Angeles. Projects and activities supported by
NPGs vary widely and can include, but are not limited to:

e The Arts

« Beautification

e Community Support

o Education

e Community Improvements

NPG-funded projects and activities must be for a public benefit and purpose, open,
accessible, and free of charge to stakeholders.

Grants approved by NCs exceeding $5,000 involve further review and possible City
contract by the Office of the City Clerk.

There are
two NPG Information Packets; One for prospective applicants to help guide them in the
application process, and one for NC board members outlining considerations and factors
to keep in mind while evaluating NPG requests.

Southern California Preparedness Foundation (SCPF) and North Hills West Neighborhood Council (NHWNC) are
working to bring this CERT program to the Community by providing CERT class completion backpacks containing
essential and valuable response supplies to each course participant that completes (attends all 6 sessions or
make-ups within 60 days of) the CERT classes. This NPG will supplement the cost of the CERT backpacks
presented at the final CERT training class, held from Thur, March 2 to Thur, April 6th at Mid-Valley Regional
Library. CERT backpacks remain available for up to 60 days following the course to allow for those attendees
needing to attend a make-up session(s) to complete their training. CERT backpacks not distributed within that
period will be retained by SCPF to be thusly distributed by and at the discretion of SCPF at a future CERT class.

5) How will this grant be used to primarily support or serve a public purpose and benefit the public at-large.

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) program is an all-risk, all-hazard training presented by the
Los Angeles Fire Department. CERT members receive 17 1/2 hours of initial training. It is important to realize that
when a major disaster occurs, the fire department, paramedics and police WILL NOT COME. They will be
deployed FIRST to major incidents like collapsed buildings. That is why you constantly hear that you MUST be
prepared to take care of yourself. In the CERT course they say, "The Greatest Good for the Greatest Number of
People." CERT members are trained in basic disaster response skills such as fire safety, light search and rescue,
team organization and disaster medical operations. You will learn how to prepare for emergencies, what supplies
you should have NOW in your house, how much food and water, but most importantly how to protect your family,
pets and neighbors during and following an emergency. CERT classes are free to the public and thru efforts of
generous volunteers attendees are equipped with the basic essentials they learn about during classes. Additional
learning opportunities are readily and freely available for those wishing to expand upon their learning to prepare.
